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Introduction:
The Catholic Church by its very

nature, is a Pilgrim Church. Jesus sent his
disciples with a great mission mandate
“Go therefore and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit” (mt 28:19). Carrying this mission
in their hearts, Apostle Thomas came to
India and proclaimed the word of God. It
led to the conversion of so many people
of India to faith. The growth of faith of the
church gave birth to so many Eparchies in
India. One among them is the Eparchy of
Marthandam. The Eparchy of
Marthandam is the fruit of mission work
by great missionaries of Kerala in the early
days. Exploring the history gives

knowledge for the present. Let us
start………………
The Malankara Church towards
Reunion:

St. Thomas, one of the twelve
Apostles of Jesus Christ, landed at
Malliankara (Kodungallur), started his
mission in Malankara (also known as
Malabar), the southern tip of the Indian
peninsula. Because of this apostolic
tradition, this Church was then known as
the Church of St. Thomas and the ecclesial
community that originated from this
apostolic tradition was known as “The St.
Thomas Christians” or “Malankara

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Nazranikal” and the head of the Church
was known by the title “Metropolitan of
All India.”

This Apostolic Church was in Catholic
Communion from the very early centuries.
It came in contact with the Syro-Chaldean
Church of the Middle East and consequently
adopted the East Syrian Liturgy. In the
sixteenth century, this Apostolic Church
came into direct relationship with the
Western Church through the Portuguese
missionaries. The Portuguese extended
the Padroado agreement in their evang
elisation programme over India and
wanted to bring the Indian Church of the
St. Thomas Christians under this
jurisdiction. The Portuguese missionaries,
ignorant of the Oriental traditions of the
Indian Church, had the conviction that
anything different from the Western
Church was schism and heresy. Hence
they wanted to latinize the Syrian
Christians of India.

In 1599 Archbishop Alexis Menezis
convoked a Synod of Diamper (Udayam
peroor) and imposed Latin practices and
ritual traditions on the Apostolic Church
of India. This was a blow to the identity of

the Indian Church. However, the relation
continued till the beginning of the second
half of the seventeenth century. The
Church of St. Thomas Christians could not
withstand any more the denial of her
autonomy. The initial resistance slowly
gave way to discontentment, which ended
up with the revolt in 1653 known as the
‘Koonan Cross Oath’. Thus, the one
Church of the St. Thomas Christians was
split into two. A large majority of the
broken-away-group hesitated to sever
ties with Rome and they remained in
communion with Rome, but under the
Latin Hierarchy. This group came to be
called the Pazhayakûttukar, while the
other was known as Puthen kuttukar.
Malankara Reunion Movement

On 1 November 1926, the Episcopal
Synod held at Parumala near Thiruvalla,
Kerala, decided to open negotiations again
with Rome for communion with the
Catholic Church in order to establish peace
in Malankara. The Synod authorised Mar
Ivanios, the Bishop of Bethany, to make
necessary correspondence with Rome
regarding communion. He earnestly
followed up the mandate of the Synod.
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The Second Catholicos expired on 17
December 1928. Moran Mor Baselios
Geevarghese II succeeded the late
Catholicos. On the day following his install
ation, he consecrated Mar Theophilos of
Bethany and Mar Gregorios of Pampady
as bishops. In the meantime, the civil
court’s decision on the litigation for
Vattipanam was declared in favour of the
Malankara Orthodox Church. This was a
civil legal backing up for the Malankara
Orthodox Church and consequently it
made them step out from the endeavours
of communion with Catholic Church. After
prolonged negotiations, the plenary
session of the Sacred Congregation for the
Oriental Churches, which met on 4 July
1930, took the final decision on the issue
of the communion of the Malankara
Church. But only Mar Ivanios, the
Metropolitan of Bethany and his suffragan
Jacob Mar Theophilos stood by the early
decision of the Synod. Mar lvanios and
Mar Theophilos along with Rev. Fr. John
Kuzhinapurath OlC, Deacon Alexander OIC

and Mr. Chacko Kilileth made their
profession of faith before Bishop Aloysius
Maria Benziger OCD of the Diocese of
Quilon and entered into full communion
with the Catholic Church on 20 September
1930.
Hierarchy of Malankara Church:

His Holiness Pope Pius XI made an
interim canonical provision for the
administration of the reunited faithful
through the Papal Document Magnum
Nobis dated 11 February 1932.As the
Reunion Movement gained momentum,
Archbishop Mar lvanios made three
personal visits to Holy Father Pope Pius XI
on 26 April, 2 May and 11 May 1932. The
Holy Father vested Mar Ivanios with
sacred pallium on 2 May 1932. Pope Pius
XI, through the Apostolic Constitution
‘Christo Pastorum Principi’ of 11 June
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1932, established the Syro-Malankara
Hierarchy for the reunited community and
erected the Archieparchy of Trivandrum
with the Eparchy of Tiruvalla as its
suffragan. Thus, the Malankara Church re-
entered into the hierarchical communion
with the Catholic Church. The Syro-
Malankara Catholic Hierarchy came into
existence through the inauguration of the
Metropolitan Eparchy of Trivandrum on
11 May 1933 and His Grace Mar Ivanios
was enthroned as its first Metropolitan -
Archbishop at St. Mary’s Pro-Cathedral,
Palayam. Eparchy of T iruvalla was
inaugurated on 6 November 1933 and
Most Rev. Jacob Mar Theophilos was
enthroned as its first bishop.

The reunion of Archbishop Mar
Ivanios with the Catholic Church was a
historical event in the Universal Church
which inspired many of the  Malankarites
including the Bishops of the Orthodox
Church.
The mission of the Malankara Church:

The reunion with the Catholic
Church set out new light in the life and
spirituality of the Malankara Church. The
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church engaged
herself in twofold missions:
! The communion of the Malankara Orth

odox Church
! Evangelisation

The church began to spread its
branch to all parts of Kerala. The people
of God began to know the speciality of the
Catholic Church and reunited in the
Church. In Kerala, the specification was on
Reunion. Mar Ivanios felt that reunion

alone cannot uphold the church. He felt
that the church has another important
mission, the Evangelisation.

Mar Ivanios sent Rt. Rev. Msgr. Joseph
Kuzhinjalil with the special mandate to
Kanyakumari district. With the permission
and blessing of Mar Ivanios, Rev. Fr. Msgr
Joseph Kuzhinjalil started his mission work
in Marthandam area. He founded the
missionary congregation of the Daughters
of Mary in 1938 at Marthandam. The
sisters of this congregation helped him to
do mission work fruitfully.
Growth of Malankara Church:

The Malankara Catholic Church is to
be understood as the part of the ancient
Malankara Church, that trace its origin to
St. Thomas, the Apostle. Retaining its
apostolicity and identify as the ecclesial
community and rooted in its tradition and
spirituality, remains as an individual church
in the Catholic communion. During the
past 90 years of its life, the Malankara
Church could grow up considerably and
establishes its position as an individual
church all over the world. Growing as a
vigorous Christian Community, the
Malankara Catholic Church has 12
Eparchies. Marthandam Eparchy is the
fourth of the Malankara Church.
Fourth Eparchy of Malankara Church:

Considering the unique value of
linguistic, social and cultural heritage of the
people of Kanyakumari, Tamil Nadu, His
Grace Most. Rev. Cyril Mar Baselios
requested His Holiness Pope St. John Paul
II for a new eparchy of Tamil speaking
people.
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His Holiness Pope St. John Paul II, by
an Apostolic Decree dated 16 December
1996, bifurcated Metropolitan Eparchy of
Trivandrum and erected the Eparchy of
Marthandam with its head quarters at
Marthandam and appointed Rev. Lawr
ence Mar Ephraem as its first Bishop. Thus,
the fourth Eparchy of the Malankara
Syrian Catholic Church came into exist
ence and his Excellency Most Rev. Lawr
ence Mar Ephraem took charge as its first
Bishop. The enthronment of His Excellency
Mar Ephraem as the Bishop of Marthandam
took place on 23 January 1997 at the
Christuraja Cathedral, Marthandam. His
Grace Most Rev. Cyril Mar Baselios, the
Metropolitan Archbishop of Trivandrum,
officiated the liturgical ceremony and
executed the Papal Bull of the erection of
the new Eparchy of Marthandam.

After a prolonged illness, Bishop
Lawrence Mar Ephraem slept in our Lord
on 8 April 1997.

On 16 April 1998, His Holiness Pope
John Paul ll appointed Most Rev. Yooha
non Mar Chrysostom as the second
Bishop of the Eparchy of Marthandam. His
Excellency was consecrated Bishop on 29
June 1998 and was enthroned as the
Bishop of Marthandam on 1 July 1998.

His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios
Cleemis transferred His Excellency Most
Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom from the
Eparchy of Marthandam and appointed
him as the first Bishop of the new Eparchy
of Pathanamthitta on 25 January 2010.

Having been elected by the Holy
Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church and with the assent of His
Holiness Pope Benedict XVI, on the same
day, His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios
Cleemis Catholicos appointed Rev. Dr.
Vincent Kulapuravilai as the third Bishop
of Marthandam. His Beatitude ordained
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him a bishop with the name Vincent Mar
Paulos.
Evangelisation Not Reunion:

The Eparchy of Marthandam is purely
the fruit of evangelisation.  Rev. Fr. Joseph
Kuzhinjalil began his mission work at
Marthandam. Following the foot steps of
Rev. Fr. Joseph Kuzhinjalil, the hardships
and the sweets of great missionaries with
zealous missionary zeal, Malankara church
had grown in the early ages.  The ceaseless
efforts of the priests gave face to the
Marthandam eparchy. The visionary Mar
Ephream played a great role in Evangeli
sation. Though some insist on the return
ing of protestants to Catholics, it is very
rare and can’t be counted as reunion. It is
crystal clear from the history that the
Marthadam Eparchy is the outcome of
mission work.
Mar Ephraem, the Light of the Eparchy:

Following the biblical verse, “I am
the light of the world”, Mar Ephraem
shined as the light of the people of Marth

andam. Through his mission and love for
the poor people before and after his episc
opacy, he led the diocese towards fullness.
His missionary zeal attributed much to the
dioceses. When he was the Parish Priest
of Kirathoor, he used to take people to
Nagercoil for the mission purpose. He had
a long term vision on mission work which
ended up with a dioceses with 21 civil
districts. He was the pioneer of mission
work.
25 years of a Mission Diocese:

Withstanding all kinds of limitations,
the Eparchy has grown considerably. The
Eparchy has 92 Parishes and mission
centres, educational institutions, social
service centre, charity homes, animation
centre and health care center.

It is a young diocese with young
dedicated priests. Now the opportunities
are widened to 20 more districts apart
from Kanyakumari civil districts. Already
priests started mission work in other civil
districts of Tamil Nadu.
New Challenges:

The eparchy of Marthandam is given
20 more civil districts to take up its mission
activities. The cultural, educational and
economical condition of these districts are
really a great challenge to the missionaries.
To do mission work, the eparchy has to
spend lot, as there is noticing.
Conclusion:

Malankara Catholic Church is
unique in its nature. It is spreading its
wings through missionary activities. The
Bishops, priests and religion work hard to
realise the mission mandate of Jesus
Christ.

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Introduction:
As the Church reels in pain at the

untimely demise of Bishop Dr. Jacob Mar
Barnabas, the first metropolitan of St.
John Chrysostom, Diocese of Gurgaon, a
floodgate of memories open in the heart
of every person fortunate enough to meet
him.

Pondering about the life of our
Aboon, I have always felt the convergence
of two Catholic visionaries, one, a Saint
immortalized in the streets of Kolkata and
the other, an evangelizer at the cusp of his
canonization as a Saint. Saint Mother
Teresa of Calcutta and Servant of God Mar
Ivanios are the two important pillars of
the Catholic Church, the former being an

epitome of compassion for the sick and
downtrodden and the latter being the
flagbearer of God’s Evangelical mission.
Almost all anecdotes about Bishop Mar
Barnabas revolve around these two fund
amental ideals that he led his life by,
benevolence and evangelization. These
two ideals are, more often than not, so
deeply intertwined with each other in his
deeds that they appear to be upholding
each other, if not being the same thing.

Barnabas Pithav, in his evangelical
endeavours, never remained as a mere
preacher or professor of The Word of God,
he made sure that his folk knew him not

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by his words but by his deeds. If one
listens to Barnabas Pithav talking about his
experiences in various mission centers
across the 22 states of India entrusted to
him, one may not find even a single
incident where he has claimed the
strength of his own faith. His stories are
about how he was humbled by the brazen
and unabashed faith that he witnessed in
the mission communities. One story that
is close to my heart was narrated by him
as he sat on an old wooden sofa in my
ancestral home while giving strength to
my family after the demise of my
grandfather. This was a family which was
vocally and passionately proud of its rich
Malankara roots. Barnabas Pithav pointed
out how little faith we all, including Pithav
himself, have. How little faith the staunch

Malankarites have in spite of boasting to
have received Christianity directly from St.
Thomas himself. He narrated an incident
that happened in one of his mission
centers. A local pastor had cured hundreds
of snake bite victims and not even one
patient brought to him had succumbed to
an untimely death. His treatment was
extremely simple, he would touch the
patient and he would pray. This was not
someone who was in any form qualified
in medical science, he wasn’t someone
who had studied in seminaries for
decades, nor was he someone who had
experienced Christ or learned about
Christian faith until he was already a man.
It was the pastor’s faith in the healing
powers of Almighty that cured every
patient brought to him. Barnabas Pithav
added with great humility that if a patient
was brought to Pithav instead of the
Pastor, Pithav would have merely asked
his aides to take the patient to the hospital
in Pithav’s car or at most offered to pay
for the patient’s treatment. With unpar
alleled humility, Pithav accepted that the
Pastor’s faith was much greater than his
own. Would any of us ever have the
courage to say, ‘my Lord will hear my
prayers and cure this person’? This poses
a very fundamental question to us, ‘the
Malankara makkal’, the malankarites who
wear our ‘parampariyam’ (heritage) as
our crown jewel. Is our faith good eno
ugh? Is our centuries old faith strong
enough? If not, how shameful is it that we
received this burning fire from St. Thomas
and hid it from the rest of the country for
around 2000 years and even then, failed
to live up to its standards. These were
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questions that Barnabas Pithav frequently
posed to his children in the Diocese of
Gurgaon.

Aboon’s humility stemmed from his
unshakable faith. He was a deeply devout
man, someone whose prayers were
answered by God without fail. He called
upon God with such faith that God couldn’t
refrain from hearing his prayers. On two
separate occasions Barnabas Pithav wept
during the Holy Mass at my church and
both occasions were followed by miracles.
First, when a priest was hospitalized and
even the doctors were quickly losing hope,
Barnabas Pithav wept at the Holy Alter and
pleaded before God for his priest’s life
during the Holy Mass. God answered
Pithav’s tears and the miracle of healing
ensued. The second time Barnabas Pithav
wept at the Holiest of Holy places at my
church was when he offered the
Holy Mass at a temporary shack
built in a piece of land that had
got engulfed in false ownership
claims and court cases. The
parishioners were distraught as
their dream of having their own
church was about to be broken
after spending lakhs of rupees
and after decades of prayers

and sacrifices. Barnabas Pithav’s
tears fell on the scorching grounds
of Delhi and evaporated to the
Almighty with the Holy incense.
Within a matter of months, the
court cases were resolved and a
church was built there.

  Barnabas Pithav’s selfless
deeds of charity were widely
covered by media houses during

the COVID-19 pandemic, as the world was
awestruck to see his courage and
benevolence, his children at Gurgaon
dioceses weren’t surprised in the least, we
had experienced Barnabas Pithav, “The
Humanitarian”, long before the pandemic
started. As most political and religious
leaders across spectrum cowered in their
homes and preached humanity via Zoom
and Google Meet, Barnabas Pithav stood
as the beacon of Christian values as he
distributed food kits to the thousands of
hungry stomachs that thronged the gates
of his Cathedral Church in Delhi. The
warmth of his heart reflected in the war
mth of his smile as he led the Community
Kitchen and its army of volunteers in
cooking and then distributing food to the
long queue outside the church and in
different parts of Delhi. The prayers of
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these well-fed stomachs ensured that a
diocese with an extremely meagre income
always had enough to feed people for one
more day. Once, during a conversation, he
narrated an incident where the priests
associated with his Community Kitchen
initiative had informed him that they
didn’t have sufficient grains to continue
running the kitchen for even one more
day. Barnabas Pithav responded with com
plete submission to God and told them
that, “God will provide”. He entrusted
everything to Almighty on his way back to
the Bishop’s House. As soon as he sat
down at his desk, he received an inter
national phone call from a man whom he
had never met. A generous donor who had

heard about Pithav’s charitable deeds
donated an amount large enough to run
the Community Kitchen for a few more
weeks. Even in these prayers, he was not
praying for large deposits to fund years’
worth of charity, he prayed for enough
money to get through for the time being
and that was all the money he ever had.
His diocese never had money kept aside
for a rainy day but always had just enough
to fulfil Almighty’s divine plan for that
particular day.

One of the earliest initiatives he
undertook after reaching Delhi as the
Apostolic Visitator to the ETRI (Extra-
territorial regions of India) was the initia
tion of the ‘Food for Hungry’ Programme.
This initiative was later taken under the
wings of Gurgaon Diocese’s Social Service
Society, Prachodana. To this very day, the
old Maruti Eco with ‘PRACHODANA’ writt
en on its windshield is an assurance to
numerous mothers on the streets of Delhi
that their kids will not go hungry today.
This NGO, in its decade long service to
humanity under the leadership Mar Barn
abas, has touched the lives of thousands
in dire need of a helping hand and a loving
heart. From daily food distribution to
running non-formal schools in the slums
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of Delhi, Barnabas Pithav cared for the
ones whom even the governments had
written off. The Shanti Ashram, a destitute
home established in Delhi is another
example of Barnabas Pithav’s vision. It
seeks to take care of people on the streets
who are unable to take care of them
selves. It provides shelter and medical
help to numerous old and sick people.
Attempts are made to establish contact
with their families, failing which, they
continue to live in the Shanti Ashram for
the rest of their lives.

The pandemic gave a new zeal to
Bishop Mar Barnabas as he embarked on
his journey to feed the mouths that were
ravaged by COVID-19. His commitment to
this service was such that he made only
one prominent demand after getting
hospitalized due to COVID-19. He asked
the priests in-charge to ensure that the
humanitarian acts of the diocese do not
stop even when he was admitted in the
hospital. His love for the poor and down

trodden was so immense that even in his
own suffering, he did his part in ensuring
that the streets of Delhi do not have to
battle hunger.

Bishop Dr. Jacob Mar Barnabas had
great love for the youth of the church. He
frequently told us about the responsi
bilities entrusted upon Malankara Catholic
Youth Movement (MCYM) as a part of the
Church’s missionary duties. As MCYM
Gurgaon Diocese strived to live up to the
high standards he had set for us, he stood
with us in our failures as a strong leader
and cheered for us in our achievements
as a benevolent father.

He believed that the youth of the
church had an important role in bridging
the gap between the established churches
and the mission centers. In his eyes,
MCYM members were essential in
breaking down the barriers of language
and culture that separate the mission
centers from the rest of the Malankara
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Catholic Church. He recognized that faith
can be strengthened only if prayers and
the Holy Qurbano are offered in one’s own
tongue, he took initiatives to revitalize the
offering of the Holy Qurbano in hindi, he
also led the translation of the Holy
Qurbano into numerous languages like
Punjabi, Oriya, Kokborok etc., so that the
local population of the mission station can
worship in their own mother tongue.

Pithav stressed upon the importance
of M.C.Y.M. members going to mission
centers and spending time with the
community there. He believed that this
would not only strengthen the Church’s
missionary efforts but also help the
M.C.Y.M. members in growing as powerful
missionaries and as well-rounded human

beings. Pithav’s youthful vigour can be
witnessed in the widely circulated video
of him dancing with the kids from
Malankara Catholic Children’s League
(MCCL). Pithav relentlessly pushed us
towards excellence and constantly
reminded us of our duties as powerful
missionaries and as ambassadors of Jesus
Christ. Never have I experienced or even
heard of an incident where Pithav had told
us that he could not join us for a meeting
or some other initiative because he had
prior commitments or had some other
work that had to be taken care of. He
prioritized M.C.Y.M. and made time for the
youth of his diocese.  Even for something
as mundane as recording a video for a
prize announcement after a small comp
etition, Pithav’s first response would be a
‘yes’ and it would usually be followed by
something on the lines of, ‘I’m in Punjab
today and I’ll be travelling to Orissa
tonight, would it be alright if I send the
video to you by day after tomorrow’. I
would gladly say ‘yes’ to pithav, knowing
well that even the slightest amount of
persuasion from my end or even a tiny
amount of urgency in my voice would
result in Pithav sacrificing his own sleep
and recording the video that very night.
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We have heard stories about Mar
Ivanios Pithav giving away his salary from
Serampore University to people in need
and also about how he left Mundanmala
with no interest in maintaining claim over
the 100 acres of land. We have also heard
about Mar Ivanios Pithav’s dream about
Evangelization across the length and
breadth of the country. These characteristic
traits can also be seen in Barnabas Pithav’s
life. After starting his priestly life in the
Bethany Ashram(established by Mar
Ivanios) as an Order of Imitation of Christ
(OIC) priest, Barnabas Pithav was not just
a Bethanian, he was a true Ivanian, he was

a man who walked in the footsteps of Mar
Ivanios. He was indeed a second Ivanios.

It gives the Diocese of Gurgaon great
joy to know that we have two bishops
sitting on either side of Lord Jesus Christ and
praying for our missionary endeavours
across India.

Barnabas Pithav’s life was a testam
ent to Almighty’s Divine Providence. All of
us are better Christians and better human
beings for having known him and for
having been loved by him.

As we sit back after attending his
funeral and praying for the departed soul,
we need to ask ourselves, what would
Barnabas Pithav want us to do? The best
homage we can pay to his life and sacrifice
is to continue his work. The Malankara
Catholic Church, as a whole, needs to build
upon the foundation laid by Barnabas
Pithav and work towards evangelization
of India with a heart that bleeds for the
poor.
