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Introduction

By the providence of God, the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Eparchy in USA and
Canada was established on December 18, 2015
by Holy Father Pope Francis. This Eparchy is
the canonical continuation of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Exarchate in USA, erected on July 14,
2010. This Eparchy belongs to the Major-
Archepiscopal sui iuris Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church, which has its origin from St.
Thomas the Apostle.

Origin & Development

Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios
made the presence of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church felt in the various parts of the
world. His visit to the United States of America
in 1947 marked a remarkable event in the history
of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.

Immigration to USA and Canada was a
common phenomenon from 1960 onwards, and
subsequently, many Syro-Malankara Catholics
began to arrive in the USA and Canada. The
visits of the late Most Rev. Dr. Benedict Mar
Gregorios, the Metropolitan Archbishop of
Trivandrum to America inspired and initiated the

scattered Malankarites in North America to
form an ecclesial community. Malankara
communities were formed in different cities of
the United States, particularly in New York in
1980, Philadelphia in 1982, Chicago in 1983 and
Dallas in 1991.

The official inauguration of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Mission of North America
was on 25 August 1984 in a meeting held at
Fordham University, New York, led by His
Grace the Most Rev. Benedict Mar Gregorios.
His Eminence John Cardinal O’Connor,
Archbishop of New York, delivered the keynote
address at this inaugural meeting. Reverend
Father John Kalloor (Later Bishop Yoohanon
Mar Chrysostom) and Late Reverend Gheevargheese
Mannikarottu Cor-episcopa,served as pioneer
coordinators and contributed a lot for the
development of the Eparchy.

Along with the establishments in the USA,
the Malankara Missions developed in Canada
also. The first mission in Toronto was established
in 1986 with the initiative of Rev. Fr. Peter
Kochery. It was in 1997, Rev. Fr. Gigi Philip
was appointed specifically as the chaplain to the
Malankara Catholic Faithful in Toronto. Later
the missions in Edmonton (2010) in Calgary
(2014) in Vancouver (2016) and in London near
Toronto, (2018) were established in Canada
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On 18 June 2001, the Holy Father Pope

John Paul II appointed Rt. Rev. Msgr. Dr. Isaac
Thottunkal. He served the North American
Malankara Mission as Apostolic Visitator from
15 August 2001 to 2 October 2003. He was
followed by Bishop Joseph Mar Thomas as
Apostolic Visitator from19 February 2005 to 25
January 2010.

On 14 July 2010, the Holy Father Pope
Benedict XVI erected an Apostolic Exarchate
for the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church in the
United States of America and appointed Dr.
Thomas Mar Eusabius as the first Bishop of the
new Exarchate and Apostolic Visitator to
Canada and Europe The official inauguration
of the Exarchate in USA was held on 3 October
2010, at New York.

On December 18, 2015, His Holiness Pope
Francis elevated the Exarchate to the status of
an Eparchy and extended its territory to include
the region of Canada also. Bishop Thomas Mar
Eusebius was appointed the first bishop of the
Eparchy. On January 23, the new Eparchy was
officially inaugurated. In 2017, as Bishop
Thomas Mar Eusebius was transferred and
Bishop Philipose Mar Stephanos was appointed
as the second bishop of the Eparchy. The second
Bishop was installed on October 28, 2017.

Parishes & Missions

At present there are 15 parishes and 7
mission stations for the Malankara Catholic
Church in USA and Canada. Parishes: Elmont
(New York), Yonkers (New York), Rockland
County (New York), New Jersey, Philadelphia,
Washington, Detroit, Chicago, Miami, San Jose,
Houston and Dallas, Toronto (Canada), Calgary
(Canada), Edmonton (Canada). Missions in

USA: Los Angeles, Phoenix and Atlanta,
Boston,Tampa (Florida); In Canada: London
and Vancouver.

Our Eparchy avail the services of the
Bethany Fathers, Bethany Sisters and
Daughters of Mary. Of these congregations,
there are a total of 34 sisters rendering their
service in USA.

Ecclesial Life

Promotion and guarding of the faith are
done primarily through the parishes. Various
Apostolates such as the Malankara Catholic
Association, Malankara Catholic Youth
Movement, the Fathers’ Forum, the Mothers’
Forum, the Sunday School Movement, etc. are
systematically organized.

The Eparchy is publishing a web bulletin
every two months with information about the
Eparchy and with articles of relevant themes.

The Eparchy has very cordial relationship
and collaboration with the Catholic Bishop
Conferences of the United States and Canada.
The Eparchial Bishop has membership in some
of its commissions. There are various
collaborative activities undertaken by the
Bishops of Eastern Catholic Dioceses in the
nation. The Eparchy is also involved in dialogue
and collaboration with the Non-Catholic Eastern
Bishops with a view of promoting ecumenism.
The lay faithful are engaged in various
ecumenical and cultural fellowships. The
Eparchy is involved in prayer for unity during
the week of the ‘Unity Octave’.

The Laity: Life and Apostolic Action

There are about 7,000 members in the
Eparchy. The parish communities are highly
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active. On an Eparchial level, for both USA and
Canada, Malankara Catholic Conventions once
in every three years are conducted. Besides,
Regional Family Conferences and Youth
Conferences are held on a national and regional
level with periodic intervals.

The Laity of the Eparchy have active role
in the planning of the Eparchy on different levels
such as finance, development, promotion of
culture and heritage, etc. Pastoral council
meetings are envisaged to be held at least two
times a year. Due to the extensiveness of our
Eparchy, we conduct teleconferences also.One
of the primary missions of the Malankara
Catholic Church is the promotion of Ecumenism.
The Faithful of the Eparchy live in proximity
with members of various non-Catholic Eastern
Churches.

Eparchial Maintenance & Development

The Eparchy is still in its infancy and strives
for sustenance and development. The Eparchy
acquired its Cathedral Church and the Chancery
building cum Bishop’s residence with great
sacrifices of the members of the community.
The chief source of income for the Eparchy is
a small monthly donation collected from our
families and parishes. The Clergy of the Eparchy
are presently paid by parishes that they are
serving. The priests who serve in small parish
communities or missions are maintained by the
income from their services as chaplains in
hospitals, or associate ministers in the Latin
parishes.

Already at the beginning of our mission in
USA, a legal entity, ‘The Malankara Catholic
Mission of North America Inc.’ was registered
on 29 June 1984. This entity is transferred as

Syro-Malankara Catholic Eparchy in USA and
Canada Inc. After the erection of the Eparchy,
an Eparchial Finance Council was formed which
also includes lay experts. The Eparchy does not
have the basic infrastructures, like minor
seminary, pastoral center, etc. We need to raise
a considerable amount of funds for the same
projects.

Pastoral Challenges

1. Adequate faith formation of children and
adults, faithfulness to the liturgy and tradition
of our Church, are of prime importance.

2. Pastoral care of the Family is one of the
prime concerns of the Eparchy. Although
Pastors keep best relationship with the
families through family visits and personal
guidance, our families need to be further
empowered & strengthened.

3. Since arranged marriages are no more in
practice, and due to the special cultural
situations of North America, there are
growing incidents among young people to
enter into mixed marriages.

4. Catholic parenting, care of the sick and
elderly parents demands great sacrifice from
the working people.

5. Higher studies are expensive and bank
credits impose a heavy burden on students
and families.

6. One of the biggest pastoral challenges of
the Eparchy is to guard the Faithful against
the threat of over secularization, especially
the youth and children.

7. The Eparchy does not have adequate
vocations to priesthood and religious life
from North America.
